The word Kosher, which is Hebrew for “fit,” refers 
to the Jewish dietary laws written in the Five 
Books of Moses (the Bible) and expounded upon 
in more detail by later commentaries. This 
complex and detailed set of laws defines the 
foods that are kosher - fit for consumption - for 
Jewish people. 

The laws include the types of food, as well the 
requirements for how, when, and by whom the 
foods are manufactured, prepared, combined, and 
served. Among the most well known of the 
kosher laws are the requirement to separate dairy 
and meat and the prohibition of consumption of 
certain animals and seafood, such as pig or 
shellfish.
